WINS GIRL SCOUT GOLD AWARD

The Girl Scout Gold Award is the highest
achievement within the Girl Scouts of the USA.
Only 5.4% of eligible Girl Scouts successfully earn
the Gold Award. First News is proud to announce
that FBI member, Lauren Simpson, is among this
elite 5.4%.

There are many intricate and time-consuming steps
that are required for eligibility of the Gold Award.
Once these steps have been met, girls use their
vision for change to complete a service project that
reaches beyond the Girl Scout organization and
provides lasting benefit to the girl's larger
community. It requires a minimum of 65 hours of
work in planning and actually completing the
project. All of these hours must be completed by
the Awardee, and though it is encouraged that the
girl use troop members and others from the
community to help her, their time spent does not
count towards her 65-hour requirement. Plans
must be developed with the aid of an advisor, and
then a project proposal must be submitted and
approved by the girl's local council before starting
the project. An in-depth final report is required
after the project's completion. Recipients of the
Gold Award who enlist in the U.S. Armed Forces
may receive advanced rank in recognition of this
achievement. Some universities and colleges offer
scholarships to Gold Award recipients. Yearly,
GSUSA selects ten girls to be Young Women of
Distinction based on their Gold Award projects.
Much to the delight of the FBI Witnessing Doll
Team, Lauren chose the Witnessing Dolls are her
Gold Award Project. Lauren attended several of
the workshops to learn how to construct the dolls

and then made 36 dolls, which she distributed to
Safe Harbor, Helping Hands of Clemson, Pendleton
Place Children’s Shelter and Foot Hills Alliance.
Lauren gave 83 hours, 15 minutes to this project at
a personal cost of $137.59. She received
certificates and congratulatory letters from:
